3.        Actions and Matters Arising:
Actions outstanding for the previous meeting; 

a) Vacant posts; Amended version sent to Martin Sleath – MS to respond
b) Appeals; SJ reported that 632 appeal submissions have been received, 233 have been evaluated and 173 have been to panel. SJ confirmed that appeal results were sent to home addresses, during the school holidays and staff were given till mid September to state their intention to meet with the appeal panel.
c) TU representatives for appeal panels -  SJ reported that training has been arranged for 13th September – the training will be in two sessions – one on the NJE scheme in general and the second on school specific evaluations.  

d) Disputes; The dispute panel’s outcome had been distributed to all concerned – there has been no further issue – SJ to check if the appeal has been re-submitted. 
e) Changes to equated pay formula: It was reported that there was a meeting arranged for 12th September with Jo & Jennie to discuss the grievance.
f) COT3 Sessions:  The first event was held on1st September 2011, at County Hall, 62 attended. There was a general discussion about the times of future events and it was confirmed that it was not intended to run the events till 8 p.m.
