INTENSIVE SUPPORT PROGRAMMES

· NQT provision
GB noted that provision is good but some schools fail to register teachers during first term.  GF suggested having a reminder in Scene.  TW expressed Head Teachers’ dissatisfaction with Scene.  GF noted that Ian Curryer will organise a breakfast seminar in the near future to address these issues.  Stated that Children’s Services’ aim is to focus information into a single, user friendly channel.  TW requested policy templates and also that Scene is formatted to enable a clear distinction between statutory requirements and guidance.
