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LOCAL GOVERNMENT PAY

NEW TALKS

BEGIN

GMB, Unison and Unite yesterday met local government employers for England, Wales and Northern Ireland to begin talks on future pay and conditions.

The current 2008 pay offer (2.45%/3.3% for the lowest paid) remains on the table for this year but has not been agreed by Unison and Unite.

These new talks will focus on pay for 2009/10 and a review of national NJC conditions.  The employers will be looking for more “flexible” conditions and we will be looking for substantive improvements such as hours and holidays.

At the moment, these talks are at a very early stage.  Further meetings to set out the remit and timetable are due to be held on 22 August and 28 August.

GMB’s National Committee will meet to consider our strategy for the negotiations ahead.
